® Empowerment programs

* Bio-Gas and Renewable Energy Training - Eziowelle (Idemili North) and
Nnokwa (Idemili South).
Hon. Okonkwo organised hands-on training for youths and women on bio-gas
production and strategic renewable energy skills. This was run in partnership
with the National Biotechnology Research & Development Agency and held at
the Civic Centre in Eziowelle and at Nnokwa. Participants learned to produce
bio-gas for domestic use and gained practical skills they can build businesses
around. The sessions also included follow-up support and certification.

e Support for National Poverty Eradication Programme (NAPEP).
Okonkwo encouraged constituents in Idemili North and Idemili South to
register for the NAPEP initiative, a federal programme offering vocational
training, interest-free micro-loans (up to #100,000), and business support for
youths, women, and small business owners to help them grow sustainable
ventures.

* Modern ICT Centre Commissioning - Ojoto (Idemili South).
As part of his empowerment efforts, Okonkwo inaugurated a solar-powered
Information and Communication Technology (ICT) Centre at Boys Secondary
School, Ojoto. The centre provides computers, internet access, and digital skills
training for youths preparing for exams and building skills in areas like content
creation, digital marketing, and graphic design.

* Direct Support to Constituents Through Cash and Equipment.
In addition to skills training, Okonkwo has supported distribution of cash,
equipment like POS devices, sewing machines, and grinding machines to local
entrepreneurs and traders, helping them expand or start small businesses.
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These efforts took place in communities like Nnobi and around Idemili
North/South during coordinated empowerment events.

Hon. Okonkwo commissioned the cassava processing plant in Oba to help
farmers and entrepreneurs in the community add value to their cassava harvests
rather than selling raw tubers at low prices. The facility provides equipment and
space where farmers can process cassava into products like garri, fufu, flour and
other derivatives.
